The next meeting is Friday, September 9 at 3:00 p.m. at the Gallery!
Minutes, August 12, 2011

The meeting was called to order by Vice President Daria Tallman at 3:10pm.  Everyone was asked to introduce themselves since there were quite a few new members present.


It was asked if everyone had read the minutes and corrections and additions were asked for.  A question was asked as to when the current showing of artwork should be removed so the purchase prize work can be hung.  It was explained that all presently hung work should be removed by September 18th.


The treasurer’s report was asked for and was given by treasurer, Donna Schmidt. Receipts for July totaled $354.76 (Silver Spirit Gallery-5 Members @ $60=$300.00, TX/NM Papers refund-$54.76).  Expenses for July totaled $105.55 (PNM-$57.74, Donald Kejr/lighting repair-$12.71, NikkiO Design-$28.19, Wal-Mart/receipt book-$6.91). This left a balance in the general treasury of $999.36.  Three artists paid for the Susan Carlin Workshop=$360.00 and Purchase Prize entries totaled $60.00.  This resulted in an ending balance in the checking account, 7-31-11, of 1419.36.  

A discussion followed as to the cost of Purchase Prize entries, which are $5.00 for guild members and $10.00 for non-members, per entry.  It was also asked what our cost for the Susan Carlin workshop will be and it was explained that the guild charges $60.00 per student per day and give a donation to the church of $50.00.

A report on the Purchase Prize Show was given by Barbara Kejr.  She said there were fifty entries, many of excellent quality, with many new people entering.  Roz Springer asked if her entry fee would be refunded since her painting was not framed.  Barbara said she would talk with her later. A question was asked if there had been a theme for this year’s show and it was explained that the theme was very broad and was “The West and Beyond”.  It was questioned if it would be a broad theme again next year and it was suggested that new ideas would be considered.  Barbara mentioned that the local ribbon vendor may not have them for the show next year.

Barbara asked for the following volunteers to help with the Purchase Prize Show:


*Reception food should be brought by those members whose name begins with L-Z.  


    Two people need to be in charge of setting up and taking care of the food at the    

                  reception, Jean Hatfield and Sandy Feutz volunteered.


*Members to help hang on the 19th, Tom Vaughan volunteered, with Ruth Hamby acting 

                 as an alternate.



*Tom Vaughan and Setta Roberts will assist the judge on the morning of judging.

Barbara Smith told about the Old Masters Show, which will be held at the Silver City Public Library in January, 2012.  She and Roz Springer will organize this and the date will be given at a later date.  This is a GCAG member’s only show.  Artists are to copy a “Master” artist of their choosing in order to enter.


Nikki O’Connell Muise approached the group with questions about the redesigning of the guild webpage.  She voiced her concern about the cost of including items that she had been approached about into the webpage, specifically featured artists and member’s galleries.  She stated that she felt the guild was not in a place financially to do the redesign that had been sent to her by the officers and wanted clarification as to what should be done.  Much discussion and questions were raised: how very important it is to the members to be represented by the website with personal galleries, how should the bios be included, should each member have a separate page, how much does it cost to create pages, should the web design be put on bid to determine a possible lower fee, should we worry about all of this, at this time, since the active part of the year is almost finished.  It was stated that it was not an easy task to set up member galleries and to constantly update would be very difficult.  That was countered by the fact that much of the information would be static and require little if any updating.  It was also mentioned that members bios would be extremely helpful when questions from patrons come up about a particular artist and was suggested that they not only be placed on the website, but also compiled in a notebook that could be housed at the gallery.  Members were asked to contribute information and images for the galleries.  It was finally decided, after much agitation, that the front page and the featured artist would be redesigned now and the other discussion would be tabled until another meeting, or at a special meeting dealing with redesigning.  It was also determined that the featured artist information would be standing copy for the front page on face book.


Barbara Kejr asked that people please sign up for the Carlin workshop by September 1-$60.00 a day.  Also, Louise Sackett will be presenting an intense Pastel Workshop-$140.00, and will be at the next meeting to explain about it.  Louise also wants to start a Plein Air group.

*Mother/Daughter Art Guild Art Show is hanging at Javalina Coffee Shop until the end 


of August. 


Daria mentioned she has been working with the CEO of zibbet.com and has gotten permission for members to use their website to exhibit artwork for 45 days free.  LOOK for this on the Artist Resources Page on the guild website.


The meeting was adjourned at 4:00 for our guest speaker, Judith Meyer.

�  Artists living within a 100 mile radius of Las Cruces, New Mexico are invited to submit works in acrylic on canvas or paper, oil on canvas or board, pastel on paper, watercolor on paper, board or canvas, photography, mounted and framed handmade papers, or collage on paper or board to the "New Mexico Centennial Art Exhibit," to open at the historic Amador Hotel on Friday, December 2 during the Winter Fest in Las Cruces and continuing through April 26, 2012. Artists may submit one or two works for consideration by a jury panel. Approximately 35 2-dimensional works will be chosen by the panel, based on quality of work, strength of composition, originality and appeal of subject, and overall presentation.  All works must illustrate or connect to the theme of the New Mexico Centennial. For example: historical buildings or events, cultural events, or other subjects that illustrate the idea of New Mexico's statehood, from 1912 to 2012. The purpose of the exhibit is to support the restoration of the Amador Hotel. Entry is by digital image and completed form with non-refundable entry fee of $20.
